From Our Pastor, Fr. Fausto é 
Todayôs Gospel is the masterpiece of the Evangelist 
John, and sometimes I cannot keep from smiling, just 
thinking of this Samaritan woman, who seems to be a 
cross between harebrained and smart. 
As you all well know, there was bad blood between Jews, 
descendants of the Babylonian exiles, and the Samaritans, 
the poor Jewish indentured farmers left in 
Israel by the Babylonian Emperor. Such 
hostility was also the reason why the 
Samaritans did not allow the free traffic of 
Jews going from Judea to the Decapolis 
and to Galilee, because the road went 
through Samaria. In 52 A.D., the Roman 
Legions had to intervene to clear away the 
Samaritan roadblocks. 
The woman is surprised that a Jewish 
man would approach a woman (no gentleman would have 
done that) and a Samaritan, but instead of politely and 
silently ignoring Jesusô request, she chats away with some 
scornful attitude. 
Later, when Jesus tells her that he has some special 
water, and if anyone drinks it, will never be thirsty again, 
she goes head-on: ñGive me such water.ò A smart person 
would have ridiculed Jesus with a: ñWell, if you have such 
miraculous water, dear charlatan, why are you still 
thirsty?ò However, our dear lady goes on extolling the 
Patriarch, Jacob, until Jesus asks her to call her husband, 
and that spunky lady had had five husbands and was now 
living with a sixth man, and she remains flabbergasted 
when Jesus reveals His knowledge of her messy love life. 
Then Jesus got her in His tender power, and guides her 
into the new relationship with God, not tied to Jerusalem 
temple or to Mt. Gerizim Temple, but going beyond time 
and space boundaries to unite the immense, eternal Father 
in heaven and his fragile human children of the earth. 
Then Jesus proceeded to show her that He is the 
Prophet, Messiah, the Savior of mankind, and the equal to 
God. This is naturally what we Christians firmly believe, 
and this is the chasm that totally divides us and those who 
reject Christ as the Son of God. How blessed we are to 
have received the light of faith, to be one with Jesus, now 
and forever! Let us be worthy of such a Savior! 
Iôm encouraged by the large number of parishioners 
attending daily Holy Mass. Lent is not only the time to 
give up our bad habits and the little pleasures of life, but it 
is the time to give in to God! Let us pray more at home 
and on the road, especially by receiving Jesus in our 
hearts! Remember that our late, beloved Pope John Paul II 
gave permission to all Catholics to receive Jesus in Holy 
Communion twice a day, when they participate twice in 
the Holy Sacrifice. Let us offer our second daily Holy 
Mass for all the people who offend God by not going to 
church, so that our Communion will bring them back 
home to the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary. 
That time of year of catching colds and the danger 
of the coronavirus and flu is here! Some of us have 
already suffered! On behalf of all parishioners, please 
avoid shaking hands and/or kissing at the sign of peace 
and as you enter and leave the Church. I always encourage 
the Fist-Bump! Your smile is the best greeting (but please 
still put your money in the collection...germs or not!). 
The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) 

members will undergo their first of three scrutinies today at 
the 10:30 a.m. Mass. The scrutinies are rites meant to 
uncover, then heal, all that is weak defective or sinful in the 
hearts of the elect and then to bring out, strengthen all that is 
upright, strong and good. Please keep them in your prayers. 
Thank you to those who joined us at our Feast of 
Abraham celebration! In regard to our ancestors in the 

faith, the Israelites (now we commonly 
refer to them with noun, ñJewsò), let us 
be clear about the church teaching. The 
majority of the Sanhedrin condemned 
Jesus as a blasphemer because, ñYou, 
who are only a man, have made yourself 
God,ò and they thought sincerely that 
they were in line with the First 
Commandment. Jesus tried again and 
again to convince the leaders of the 

Sanhedrin of His Divinity: ñIf you do not believe my 
word, believe in me because of the miracles I makeé 
search the Scriptures and youôll find out all about meéò 
Jesus was not believed by most members of the Sanhedrin 
who passed on the death penalty, an empty threat because 
only the Roman Army of occupation of Judea could condemn 
anyone to death. It was Pilate, the Roman Procurator of Judea, 
who, even as he recognized the absurdity to his pagan mind of 
the Sanhedrin decision, nonetheless condemned Jesus to death 
with a ñpolitically correct sentence,ò dictated by the scorn and 
hatred he felt for the chosen people of God. A Roman 
Centurion, an officer in charge of one hundred soldiers, 
executed the sentence of death. 
It does seem to me that the devil has employed every 
means of destruction and horror against the chosen people 
of God, from the expulsion from Rome of all Jews 
(Rabbinical and Christian) in the year 49 A.D. by the 
Emperor Claudius, to the Holocaust by the German Nazis, 
and from the terroristsô attacks raining on Israel, to the 
anti-Semitism of terrorist Muslims today. 
The same hatred by Satan and his disciples has followed 
us Christians (the new Israel) throughout the centuries, 
because of our Jewish Scriptures and origins: ñSalvation 
after all is from the Jews,ò St. Paul wrote! To be anti-Semitic 
is to be against Jesus, Mary - the most famous Jewish 
woman, actually the most venerated woman on earth - and 
all the first Christian martyrs! Let us ponder the prayer, 
that in the solemn Liturgy of Jesusô death on Good Friday, 
the Catholic faithful implore God: ñLet us pray for the 
Jewish people, the first to hear the word of God, that they 
may continue to grow in the love of his name, and in 
faithfulness to his covenant: Almighty and eternal God, 
long ago you gave your promise to Abraham and his 
posterity. Listen to your Church as we pray that the people 
you first made your own, may arrive at the fullness of 
redemption. We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen.ò 
Tuesday, March 17 is the Feast of St. Patrick, the 
great missionary sent by the pope to convert 
Ireland pagans from idols to Jesus. Born in 
383 of Romano-British origin, he founded 
the metropolitan See of Armagh, authored 
the ñConfessioò and also the famous 
ñLoricaò (latin for ñbreast plateò), a work 
praising Jesus Christ. He died at Down in 
461 and since has been named patron of 
Ireland and Nigeria. The founding of the
