From Deacon Pat:

The theme of this Sunday’s readings is our collective and individual
relationship with our Lord; with our Good Shepherd if you will!

In the first reading, Jeremiah tells us that the Israelite society was
fragmented and had fallen away from their infimate relationship with
God. They had lost their moral compass. They needed a shepherd to
lead them back to a cohesive relationship with one another and more
importantly with God. For our purposes, we learn that the relationship
we have with God as a society and as individuals was and continues
to be the most important.

The Psalm is beautiful and prophetic in the meaning of the
following phrases: restful waters reminds us of our Baptism; spread
the table reminds us of the Eucharist; and anoint my head reminds
us of our Confirmation.

In the second reading, St. Paul acknowledges that the numerous
Jewish religious regulations (derived from the Ten Commandments)
were no longer needed as Christ, who gave up his life for our sins,
shepherds us through the Holy Spirit which is introduced into our
souls at Baptism.

In last week’s Gospel, Jesus sent the Twelve on an evangelical mission.

In this week’s Gospel, The Twelve returned to Jesus and reported.
Jesus tried to take them on a retreat. However, people clamored for
Him. His heart was moved with pity for them, for they were like sheep
without a shepherd, and he began to teach them many things.

The Gospel readings these two Sundays depict the Church in its
nascent form. The many things are important because these things
are the cultural glue that ties all Christians together in general and
Catholics in particular. We are called to pass on these many things to
the next generation. That is our job as Baptized Christians. In effect,
we are the shepherds to our families and to our community. Qur
shepherding role is to teach our children to Love God and our neigh-
bor. Once taught, the Holy Spirit, fed by Jesus in the Eucharist, guides
us by knowing right from wrong or grace from sinfulness.

The questions to ask ourselves are: Do | furn to Jesus as my Good
Shepherd to guide me in my daily life?; In turn, am | a good
shepherd to others in my sphere of influence?
