Sermon for the Third Sunday in Ordinary time by Father Gennadi

Today is the Sunday of the Word of God. Today, we pay special attention to the
Bible. The Church reminds us that we need to grow in our knowledge and love
of the Holy Scriptures, as well as of the Risen Lord, who confinues fo speak his
Word and break bread in the community of believers.

We can reflect with admiration on the content of today’s first reading from the
Book of Nehemiah. It concerns the events of 445 BCE. The Jews returned from
exile and began to organize their lives. They rebuilt the walls of Jerusalem

and took a census of the population. However, the central event was the public
reading of the Law. The people listened from morning to noon. They listened with
respect, standing. This is an atfitude of readiness to accept and fulfill the Word of
God. They listened with joy, as evidenced by their tears of joy. After many years,
the Jews were once again able to be together and build a life based on God's
Law. The Jews knew that it was necessary to know if, because only then it can be
loved. In this biblical description, we see great respect for the Word of God. Let
us once again pay attention to how important it was to read, listen, explain, and
understand the Law and accept it with love. Let us ask ourselves, what does the
Word of God mean for us?

| would like to share with you my experience of how | discovered the beauty of
the Gospel in my life. It happened thirty years ago, in 1995. | was a first-year
student at the Agricultural Institute. On Sunday, | went to Mass at the Grodno
Cathedral. | went fo confession before Mass, and as penance, | was given the
Gospel according to Saint Luke fo read. After Mass, | stopped at the shop at the
cathedral to see if they had the Holy Bible for sale, because | did not have my
own. It was after the collapse of the Soviet Union, and there was already some
religious literature. Yes, the Bible was available, but unfortunately, | could not
afford to buy it. It was the 90s, a pretty difficult time, and there was a lot of
poverty. | remember very well what | did: | checked the money | had in my
pocket. | had saved up for a ticket home, and with the rest, | bought the New
Testament. | couldn't afford the whole Bible, and | didn't even have money left
for food. So, I started reading the New Testament; | read not only the Gospel
according to Saint Luke but the entire New Testament. Then | began to read it
over and over. | read the Bible in the hostel, traveling by train or bus; I read at
home, took it with me on trips, and read on my knees, | learned some passages
by heart. This Bible became special and favorite for me, because the Word of
God changed my life. | covered my Bible to protect it from damage. I still have it
today, in my family home — my favorite Bible in Polish. In 2023, during
Christmas, | read a passage from this Bible about the Birth of Jesus with tears
in my eyes, in an empty family home, without family and without loved ones,
because | lost everyone. With God's Word | hoped to start new path of my
vocation. Of course, during my studies at the seminary, | deepened my knowledge
of the Word of God; | also read the Bible in English — the Contemporary English
Version. Today, | read the Word of God every day as a priest.

On this Sunday of the Word of God, let us recall the basic truth: by reading the
Bible, we hope that the Word of God will move our indifference, evoke tears
of conversion, free us from fear, and lead us to the joy of resurrection. Let us
repeat after the psalmist: Your words, O Lord, are spirit and life.
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Sunday of the Word of God — January 26,
2025 - Special day dedicated to the word of
God helps us to learn how to listen to God
speaking fo us. God speaks fo us through the
Scriptures. Listening/reading is essential and
not so easy, there are so many of us who speak
well and a lot. Let's learn to listen in the same
way, if we speak well and a lot this means
that we can also learn to listen well and a lot.
Listening allows us to absorb the word and let
it live its own life in us.
