Today’s Sermon from Fr. Gennadi

Those who have been to the seaside at least once have certainly
seen fishermen drying their nets. For me, such a view is always
interesting. | grew up in a country that is far away from the sea.
When | went abroad, | often took pictures of myself with sailing
boats and ships in the background. It is very beautiful: a ship,
fishermen at work..... Yes, it is true that pictures with fishing boats
are beautiful. But we also know well that it is hard work. The

profession of a fisherman is one of the most dangerous professions, 0ur Postor, Father George

To be a fisherman, you have to be a brave person, you have to
struggle with the power of the sea. Fishermen are often exposed to
danger and even death.

You could say that Jesus chose very brave people as Apostles. After
all, most of them were fishermen. They struggled with the power

of the Sea of Galilee, which was very stormy, and what is more, the
catches were not always successful. We heard in today's Gospel
that the Apostles had to go fishing again, and their hearts were filled
with sadness. After Jesus’ death, their lives lost their shine, meaning,
and value. They had been with Jesus for three years! He had taken
them away from the same nets, fishing, boats. They had seen so
many miracles, so many beautiful words... And then, after His death,
everything died! They returned to the nets, fishing, simply back to
hard and dangerous work. For a while, they lived only for Jesus. Now
they live again for the fish... And suddenly John, who knew Jesus'
voice so well, recognized that it was the Lord! Jesus came to them to
strengthen them: / am alive, | am risen! Jesus took them away from
the monotony again.

Let's think about it! It also happens to us in life when we live only
for Him. When we celebrate solemnities or especially when
something bad happens to us. After all, we have felt this wise saying
more than once - When in fear, God is dear. Then Jesus disappears
from our lives somewhere. We lose Him somewhere. We work hard,
we try to take care of a thousand things, regardless of whether our
job is safe or not. Then we are touched by tiredness, pain, suffering,
a sense of the meaninglessness of it all. What should we do then

to hear His voice at dawn: Children - cast the net over the right side
of the boat and you will find something. Is it possible? What do you
hear first thing in the morning? What are the first voices that reach
you? The sound of an alarm clock? A child's cry? A household
member’s cough? The whir of a car? The news on the TV?
Neighbors’ slamming doors? The noise of the city? Or maybe in

all this you could sing the song with the title: Nearer, My God, to
Thee by Sarah Flower Adams at least once? Try it. Maybe then you
will hear: Cast the net over the right side of the boat and you will
find something - trust Me.
