A noise from the sky, like thunder, a strong wind that shook the
house, and tongues of fire on everyone in the house: these were
symbols of the Holy Spirit, who filled the disciples. They are
illustrations of sudden and radical change. Huge change from

It was all directed to that News
of Christ, to make it huge, to spread it, and to explain in personal
witness. The news of the Lord’s passion, cross, and resurrection for
the forgiveness of sins. This news of salvation from sin deserves
huge signs, like a noise from the sky, because it is the best message
which should be the loudest.
