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June 29,2025 - Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Apostles
Today's Sermon from Fr Gennadi

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of Sts. Peter and Paul, Apostles. It is a
great solemnity in the whole Catholic Church. Their lives were interesting.
Simon Peter, a simple Galilean fisherman, was chosen as an Apostle.
Although he denied his Master three times, he became the first among
Christ's disciples and the head of the whole Church. Today his successor
in the Holy See is Leo XIV. The second of today’s Apostles - Saul of Tarsus,
a zealous Pharisee and an expert in the Holy Scripture - only when God's
grace caught up with him, he became a zealous follower of Christ, changed
his name and since then, he has been known as Paul. Although he
persecuted Christians, he nevertheless became an Apostle to the Gentiles
and brought many pagan nations to the true faith through his apostolic
journeys and letters. Therefore, today’s solemnity makes us reflect on the
fate of the Holy Church in the past and present. Let us take a closer look at
those who were the first to build this Church. Today the Church of Christ is
over two thousand years old; it has undergone many different adversities
and persecutions. In the Church today there are various people. There are
those who come to the Holy Mass every Sunday and feast day and pray
every day. There are also those who, despite the fact that they received the
most important sacraments in their youth, deny their faith in adulthood.
Let us note that if the Christian Church had been the work of men alone,

it would not have survived long. It would have fell apart like many pagan
religions. Despite many different attempts to fight against the Church, the
prophecy of Jesus is being fulfilled: And the gates of hell will not prevail
against it (Mt16:18). This is because the Founder of the Church is not an ordinary
man, but Christ Himself: the God-Man who is present in His Church,
strengthens and revives it. Moreover, at the very beginnings of the Church,
like pillars, stand two great figures, Saints Peter and Paul, who to this day
are the best example and model for all Christians to follow. They are an
assurance that even if a Christian weakens in faith, he remains a

Christian, a child of God, and even if weak, can always return to his Father,
can always benefit from the sacrament of God's mercy, the sacrament of
penance, and can always say, like St. Peter the Apostle, who, in answer to
Jesus' question, said: Lord, you know that | love you () 21:15).

I would like to refer to discovering my vocation. | was thinking about
priesthood for about 10 years. | applied to the seminary when | was almost
25 years old. Once | was asked why | thought for so long? | replied that |
considered myself unworthy. | thought that you had to have something
special in yourself to be a candidate for priesthood. Today's Solemnity
shows us the great Apostles Peter and Paul. It was Jesus who made them
great. He called them as ordinary people, not perfect. He transformed them
with His grace and sanctified them, defended them from many dangers,
and preserved them in His love. Saint Peter once said to Jesus: Depart
from me, Lord, for | am a sinful man (Lk 5:8). And St. Paul says of himself:

| am the least of all, and | am not worthy to be called an apostle, because |
have persecuted the Church (1 Cor 15:9). These Apostles were not ideal in
the beginning, but they became saints because of Christ. It was Jesus who
completely changed their lives.

These two Apostles, Peter and Paul, are for us a model of faith and an example
of the living witness of the disciples. They were ready to suffer and die for
Jesus. Let us therefore ask God, through the intercession of the holy Apostles
Peter and Paul, for the grace of holiness for us, for the courage to build
unity in the Church, in the nation, in our families, in ourselves, so that the
world may be filled with people who will be of one heart and one spirit, so

that the world may be filled with people who recognize Christ as their Savior.

fisherman; spokesman for the Twelve
who became “Prince of the Apostles”;
two epistles are ascribed to him; patron
of those in the fishing industry.

Paul, according to tradition, was martyred
in Rome in 67; Pharisee who became the
"Apostle of the Gentiles”; his letters may
be dated from 50 - 65; patron of the lay
apostolate, also of Malta and Greece.
