Today’s Sermon from Deacon Bob

Last week we heard about Jesus with Mary and Martha. This week
Jesus is teaching the disciples and us how to pray. There are most
certainly times for action and to be like Martha. Where we role our
sleeves up and do His work. But Jesus also just wants us to spend
time with Him and our Father as well. That is what Mary was doing in
last week’s Gospel and what Jesus is teaching us to do in this week's
Gospel. We spend time with God when we pray!

| have shared with many of you in past homilies (and even here in the
bulletin) how | was taught what faith was by one of my students (Rich)
who was studying to be a deacon. He was in an 0ld Testament class
and did a report on the “Faith of Job." Tragically about two months
earlier, he and his wife had lost their son. So we did not expect him to do
the report, but he insisted that he continue with his studies. It changed
my understanding of faith, and honestly my spirituality as well.

If you know the story of Job, he had a great faith in God. So the devil
goes to God, and wagers that he can cause Job to lose his faith. So God
grants the test of faith on Job. In the process of the devil testing Job's
faith, Job loses his wealth, his family, and even his health. But Job is
never shaken by the devil. So the devil requests one more test to God
on Job's faith. God is reluctant to allow another test on poor Job. So he
will only allow one more test if Job himself agrees to the test. So God
goes to Job and asks if he is willing for one more test. Job states he
can take on another test on two conditions: That Job knows that God
is listening to him, and that also he knows that God is talking to him.
Rich, my student, that day taught me that faith was not believing God
existed. God exists and it can be proven by thermodynamics. Faith is
knowing that God is listening to us and talking to us! Faith is
communicating with God...Faith is prayer!

So Jesus today is teaching us to pray both to Him, the Holy Spirit, and
Our Father. He is helping us have faith! He tells us in the first line of

the Our Father hallowed be your name. What Jesus is saying is that

all good and all glory is from the Father: if it is good: it is from God,
only if it is bad, it is from us. He then tells us to ask Him for our daily
bread. Certainly, we need to ask God for our material sustenance. Jesus
reminds us that we should ask Our Father for that. But it also goes so
much farther than that! Do we not need the Bread of Life both in the
Eucharist and in the Spirit? Do we not need the Holy Spirit to infuse
every part of our lives? When we have the Holy Spirit permeating every
aspect of our lives, it is then when we have true joy regardless of the
circumstances we face. Just like Rich, even though he faced the most
tragic moment of his life and had great sadness and loss, he also had
the comfort of God's unfailing Love.

Jesus also reminds us that His mercy is endless and calls us to exercise
that same mercy to those around us. Intuitively we know that when we
show mercy, it really does warm our hearts. Yet we consistently fall for
the lies of the devil and harden our hearts. When we do that, we lose
the joy of God. And God does not want us to lose His joy. It is when we
rise above the petty things of this world, we truly find His peace in our

hearts and souls.

The new church Tabernacle - Six months ago, in January, | ordered

an additional Tabernacle for Holy Triduum, hoping that the Tabernacle
would arrive before Easter so that we could use it on Holy Thursday for
the Altar of Repose and then use it in the Sacristy for Good Friday and
Holy Saturday to store the Blessed Sacrament, which we traditionally
remove from the church Tabernacle on those days. So far, the Blessed
Sacrament during those days was placed in a cupboard, which served
the purpose but wasn't very respectful to the Blessed Sacrament. Six
months later, just last week the Tabernacle was delivered and then |,
and anybody else who saw it, noticed that the new Tabernacle is bigger,
more beautiful than our current Tabernacle and is decorated with Cross
and Eucharistic Chalice (In the catalogue it didn't look so great). We
kept it for a week in the Sacristy where about 20/30 parishioners saw
it and liked it. So, | decided to replace the Old Tabernacle with the new
one and to keep the old one in the Sacristy to be used in Holy Week. |
hope I have your approval of this change.
