This week's Alleluia Acclamation is the key to understanding this
Gospel, along with the other readings. Consider:

Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

This sentence is the first of the Beatitudes in Jesus' Sermon on the
Mount and is directed to those among us who recognize the need
for God. We are called to be dependent and open to God's grace.

It reminds us that the kingdom belongs to those who know they
need God more than earthly treasure!

With this prelude,
let's see how todays'
readings support
this theme!

The verses in Psalm 90 call us to consider our relationship with
God and make our lives meaningful to fulfill His purpose. We are all
called to ask for God's intervention as Moses did in the passage:

Fill us at daybreak with Your mercy, that all our days we may sing for joy.

Paul, in his letter to the Colossians, asks us to recall our Baptismal
transformation and surrender ourselves to Christ by allowing Him to
work through us for the betterment of the Kingdom. We should be
heartened by the passage:

...since you have taken off the old self with its practices and have put
on the new self, which is being renewed, for knowledge, in the image
of its creator.

Paul is explicit in that he demands we put to death our immorality,
impurity, passion, evil desire and greed that is idolatry. In other
words, our sinful self is external but by God's grace, we allow the
