Reflection on the Scripture Readings
by Deacon Pat

In the Opening Prayer, the Priest intones Almighty ever living God,
grant that we may always conform our will to Yours and serve Your
majesty with sincerity of heart....

This Sunday’s readings tell us how we can do our part in preparing
ourselves to do God's will. They touch on knowledge, prayer,
persistence, and faith. Basically, these are the fools we need to
adequately fulfill our baptismal vow to love God with our whole
mind, heart and soul as well as our neighbor as ourselves. Let's
explore these fools one by one.

Knowledge: In our lifetime, we are called to grow in our knowledge
of God. This gives us the context of how we are to relate to God and
one another. How do we do this? St. Paul in his letter to Timothy tells
us that from infancy you have known the sacred Scriptures, which
are capable of giving you wisdom for salvation through faith in Christ
Jesus. But we are called to know more. We have to become familiar
with the traditions of our Church - which is our Spiritual Community.

Prayer: This is so very important! It is through daily prayer that we
establish the line of communication with our Lord. It is through prayer
that we grow in our relationship with the Lord. Through prayer, as the
Alleluia verse tells us: The word of God is living and effective, discerning
reflections and thoughts of the heart, Think of that! The word of God
living inside of each one of us and guiding us to grow not only in our
relationship with the Lord but also with one another!

Persistence: In the Exodus passage, we see God's working through
Moses' extended hands which symbolized prayer and reliance on
God. Moses’ hands, however, grew tired, so they put a rock in place
for him to sit on. Meanwhile Aaron and Hur supported his hands, one
on one side and one on the other, so that his hands remained steady
till sunset. Just from this passage, we have a lesson of faith, prayer,
and reliance.

St. Paul also teaches that the persistence of prayer is essential.

We are called to proclaim the word (by voice or example) by being
persistent whether it is convenient or inconvenient... . St. Luke, in the
Gospel, echoes this call to be persistent in prayer with the following
question: Will not God then secure the rights of His chosen ones
who call out to Him day and night?

Faith: | consider that faith is like a muscle. If we are uninformed
and are not persistent in prayer, our faith is non-existent or weak
or tepid at best! However, by being persistent in our daily prayers,
participating regularly in the Sacrament of Penance and Mass, we
not only grow in knowledge but also in faith - the goal being to live
lives of increasing faith. When we do so, our lives become prayers -
just like Moses' arms.

Paraphrasing the Opening Prayer: By growing in our faith, we conform
our will to the Lord's and serve Him with sincerity of heart!
