The words of Jesus teach us something very important for this
All-Souls' Day. We commemorate all the departed members of our
families, our friends and colleagues, our parishioners and others who
passed away. My Polish television usually prepares a special program
about people from public life who died within the last year as if they
wanted the public to remember them. This is also what | hear when

| take part in celebrations of Veteran's Day or in some special
memorials here in the US: people strongly say - We remember them!

Jesus does this when he said: / should not lose anything of what he
gave me. He means to say that nobody is forgotten or ignored. It
means that every human being created by God is as important to
Him as He is to God and will not be rejected from His kingdom. He
obeys God, and all those that God gave him are remembered with the
difference being that when Jesus says | remember, it means much
more than just the good memories of a person’s life.

He says: / shall raise it on the last day. Now this is a difficult one.
We are fine with remembering; our human brain teaches us to
memorize events, words and people whom we met in life. But the
resurrection on the last day is something beyond our brain. We can
only remember this from His resurrection if we believe in Jesus, and
if we believe in the Bible and in the Church which tell us about it.
But for those of us who believe it, this is something that the

whole Christian world is amazed with and attracted to - the final
resurrection of all the dead promised by Jesus. This promise of the
Lord is the greatest news. All main religions of the world, including
Judaism and Islam, believe in life after death but only Jesus makes
it a promise, which He himself delivers.

Therefore, it is essentially important to see the Son in the person of
Jesus of Nazareth. He said in the gospel: everyone who sees the

Son and believes in him may have eternal life. When | checked the
Polish translation of this line in the gospel according to St. John, |
was surprised to see that it missed the verb see. It says: everyone
who believes in the Son may have eternal life and yet the English
translation says: everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him may
have eternal life. This detail helped me to understand better that the
process of believing in the Son means to see Him in the person of
Jesus of Nazareth. Many people met and saw Jesus of Nazareth, but
not everyone believed that He was the Son of God. For most believers
it is obvious that believing in Jesus means recognizing Him as the Son
of God, but for some it's not so easy to be seeing Him in human body
