World Day of the Poor – Luke 21: 5-19

A few years ago I was at a college bowl game where Notre Dame 

was playing the University of South Carolina. A coworker in my  

secular job ( who is a graduate from South Carolina) also went to 

the game with his family. South Carolina took an early commanding 

lead and was up twenty-one points at halftime. I received a text 

message at halftime from him talking smack about the game and 

ragging on Notre Dame. I responded back that certainly South 

Carolina looked exceptionally good, but the only score that mattered 

was the score when the clock had all zeros. In the second half, Our 

Lady’s University came back and won. 

Jesus today is basically telling us the same thing. The game of our 

life is going to be di�icult. We are going to face trials and tribulations 

just like His disciples did in the early part of Our Church’s history. 

Not only will people shun us because of our beliefs, but others will 

think we are crazy valuing things not of this world over things of this 

world. They will laugh and look down on us because we put ethics, 

morals, people, and most importantly love of God and others over 

power, financial gain, popularity and self-loving. They will think we 

are idiots when we accept the hard to traverse the path God wants 

us to follow, over the easy way. They are simply looking at the score 

on the clock now, and not the score when the clock strikes zero. 

These people who will hate us are worried about what is important 

at half time, or some other moment in the game. But the game is 

only played for the end result. In Today’s Gospel, Jesus is telling us 

what is at stake at the end of the game. Are we playing the game for 

a few plays in the middle of the game, or are we playing to win the 

game? Jesus promises us that if we play for the end game, we will 

secure our lives. 

Jesus provides us today with this Gospel passage to let us know 

that there definitely will be significant hardships within the game. 

But that He is with us always! Jesus tells us that the game of life will 

knock us around, sometimes to our core. We will be attacked in our 

most vulnerable places by family members, friends, and even some 

within the Church. But we should not lose faith or our perseverance! 

People will come to us saying that they are here representing God. 

He is telling us we need to be careful of them. 

We can discern those who are our spiritual coaches from those 

seeking to harm us by the simple litmus test of are those people 

professing Faith, Hope and Love? If they are not, they have not come 

from Jesus, but they are the devil in sheep’s clothing! The devil has 

a way of using scripture out of context to trick us. We always need 

to remember that text without context is pretext. Our heavenly 

Coach, Jesus, preaches only three things: Have Faith, Live in Hope, 

and above all always Love everyone. The game will be full of bumps, 

bruises, and injuries, but if we can focus on Faith, Hope and Love, 

we will be on the winning side when the clock strikes zero.
