A ST MARTHA
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November 30, 2025 - First Sunday of Advent
by Deacon Vern

The season of Advent marks the beginning of the Church’s liturgical
year - a time of hope, anticipation, and preparation. As we gather

on the First Sunday of Advent in Year A, we embark on a spiritual
journey toward the celebration of Christ's coming, not only as a child
in Bethlehem but also as the Lord who will come again in glory.

Today’s Gospel, taken from Matthew 24:37-44, presents Jesus urging
His disciples: Stay awake! For you do not know on which day your
Lord will come. He draws a parallel with the days of Noah, when
people were living ordinary lives, unaware of the impending flood.
The message is clear: Christ's coming - whether at the end of time
or in the everyday moments of our lives - will be sudden and
unexpected. We are called to be vigilant, watchful, and ready.

Advent is not a passive waiting but an active season of spiritual
awakening. The purple vestments and the Advent wreath remind
us of penitence and hope. We prepare our hearts through prayer,
reflection, and acts of charity. Like the faithful servants in the
parable, we do not know the hour when the Master will return,
but we remain diligent in our daily lives—seeking holiness in our
families, workplaces, and communities.

The First Reading from Isaiah (Isaiah 2:1-5) points to a future

filled with God's peace, where they shall beat their swords into
plowshares. Advent invites us to put aside the weapons of our
own discord - manger, resentment, indi [efence - and turn instead
toward instruments of reconciliation and love. Each candle we
light on the Advent wreath dispels a little more of the darkness,
growing brighter as Christmas nears.

Here are some questions for personal reflection:

* How am | preparing my heart and my home for Christ's coming?

+ Are there areas of my life that need God's light and transformation?
* How can | be more watchful - not in fear, but in joyful hope?

Some practical steps for Advent:

1. Daily Prayer: Make time each day for quiet prayer, Scripture reading,
or attending Mass, inviting Jesus into the busyness of your life.

2. Acts of Kindness: Reach out to someone in need - write a card,
make a phone call, or support a charitable cause.

3. Forgiveness: Seek reconciliation with those you are estranged
from, allowing God's peace to reign in your heart.

As we light the first candle of Advent, let us remember that we

are people of hope and expectation. May our hearts remain open,
watchful, and ready to welcome Christ - in every person we meet,
in every moment we live, and at the end of time when He comes in
glory. Stay awake - for the Lord is near!

Advent means hopeful expectation - like
in the Latin language prayer Our Father:
adveniat regnum tuum - Thy kingdom
come. We pray, with hopeful expectation,
for God's kingdom to come. So, Advent is
a hopeful expectation of the Lord's final
Coming and we meditate on it in this
first part of Advent. Then in the second
part starting on December 17 we prepare
to celebrate the Lord’s first coming in
Bethlehem at Christmas. May God bless
our Advent preparations!
