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Mass Schedule Confession - Recondiliation Room
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December 21, 2025 - Fourth Sunday of Advent, Mt 1: 18-24

Today is the fourth Sunday of Advent, and boy has this Advent season
gone so fast! On Thursday, Christmas will be here. Advent as we all
know is a time to re-prepare our hearts (and of course ourselves) to the
feast of the first coming of Our Savior. We are called to acknowledge

as our Gospel reading reminds us today: God is with us. In this season
we symbolize our re-preparation of inviting Jesus into our hearts with
the Advent wreath. The wreath uses candles to signify that Our Lord IS
the Light of the World. Each week we light a candle: the first week, the
candle is to remind us of the hope Jesus brings us, the second week is
the candle of Peace which Jesus provides in His coming, the third week
is the candle of Joy that through Him we have a pathway to God forever,
and this week's candle is the Candle of Love (and God who IS Love). Finally
the center candle will be lit on Christmas, and as it is illuminated it
reminds us that the Our God made flesh is with us: God is truly with us.

Our question is while God is with us, are we truly with God? Yes, this
Advent season is about Peace, Hope, Joy and goodwill to others, but
where does that originate from? Today's Gospel, along with the past
two Sunday Gospels spell out exactly where Peace, Hope ,Joy and Love
originate from. It is not from where the secular world wants to tell us
itis from either. Two weeks ago we heard John the Baptist call us to
repent and make straight our paths, last week we heard a Gospel verse
sandwiched between the verses that preceded it on the conditions of
discipleship and those who have ears ought to hear where Jesus calls
us all to follow the Baptist by teaching the world about the knowledge
of salvation by the forgiveness of sins. Now today we hear the narration
that Jesus has come to save His people from their sins.

Everything about this season derives itself from repentance and the
forgiveness of sins. Our peace is not about being spared su [eding. The
factis that everyone will sulet in life. There is no escape from it. We
will die, we will lose others that we love more than we love ourselves,
and at times all of us may think we are alone. But because of the
amazing gift Our Father in Heaven has provided us, we will never be
alone: NEVER! For God is with us. In fact, at the very end of the Gospel
of Matthew, Jesus' final words are be not afraid, | am with you always.
This season our peace needs to come from knowing Jesus is always
present right beside us. Our hope needs to reside in the fact that
NOTHING we can do can separate us from the love of God. All we need
to do is be heartfully sorry and we will be with Him forever. We do

not need to chase God down, God has chased us down, being born in
amanger (the lowliest of places), and died on a cross for us. (He IS
with us), all we need to do is to decide to be with Him. Our joy rests in
knowing that Our Savior is all in to ensure we are with Him! And our
Love comes from being made in His image.

This week we are called once again to re-center our lives to prepare
room in our hearts for Our Savior Jesus Christ. This week we are
reminded that nothing in our lives we have done can separate us from
His Love. His only request if we are with Him, is that we repent and are
heartfully sorry for those things we have done and to try a little harder
to do better. He knows we will trip along the way. He asks that when
we do, we get back up and pick up the cross like He did on Calvary and
continue up our path to Him. For when our Peace, Hope, Joy and Love
are centered in there is NOTHING we can do to separate us form God's
Love. For God is with us!
